(September) Price County, WI---Price County is home to 98 lakes, 45 trout streams and three major rivers that encompass more than 18,000 acres of water for boating, canoeing and kayaking. 

The Flambeau River, one of the major rivers in Price County, offers excellent canoeing and kayaking opportunities for both the novice and expert with plenty of calm areas and 23 rapids throughout.  Several campsites, located along the River and open only to water travelers, make overnight trips very easy.

The water offers an excellent location to view the fall foliage. With 147,000 acres of Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest, 28,500 Acres of State Forest Land and 90,000 aces of County Forest land, there are plenty of gold, orange, maroon and yellow colors to be seen.  Trees in Price County typically begin to change colors in early to mid September, with colors peaking the first week of October.  

Price County, located in Northwestern Wisconsin, is home to a variety of natural resources and endless recreational opportunities, such as hiking, biking, golfing, canoeing, boating, fishing, hunting, camping, and ATV riding, while viewing the beautiful fall colors.
